COVENTRY TWP. – Summit County Sheriff’s Deputy Brian Gorham is being 

credited for rescuing a 92-year-old man from his burning home in May.  

When Deputy Gorham arrived at the 

scene of the emergency, he spotted a 

burning propane tank near the door of the 

residence and the side of the home 

already engulfed in flames. The residents 

were still inside the house and scrambling 

to figure out how best to safely evacuate 

their elderly family member.  

Realizing the explosive danger posed by 

the flaming propane tank, Gorham 

immediately rushed all the residents out, and carried the 92-year-old man out with 

the assistance of another family member. He then returned back inside the house to 

help rescue the family’s pets.  

Several area fire departments responded to the fire, and two residents were treated 

and released on scene.  

“I am very proud of our deputy and the rest of the Sheriff’s Office personnel who 

responded to the fire. Their quick actions potentially saved lives and shows their 

dedication and care for their community,” said Sheriff Kandy Fatheree.
